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Abstract

Today, the phenomenon of democracy has become a global and widespread
phenomenon, but despite this, a number of countries have not yet entered this Jirga,
and some that have joined this phenomenon, do not have the same level of growth
and prosperity of democracy. . Several factors are effective in the emergence, growth
and prosperity of democracy and the attitude towards it. One of these influential
factors is “collective identity”. The purpose of this research is to investigate the
relationship between collective identity and attitude towards democracy. In order
to achieve this goal, Inglehart’s global survey data set was used during the years
2017-2020. The statistical population of this research is Western European countries
(Germany, Sweden and Spain), Middle Eastern countries (Iran, Iraq and Egypt) and
emerging Asian countries (Turkey, South Korea and Malaysia). The results of the
research showed that the dominant type of collective identity affects the attitude and
recognition of democracy. Also, the results of the research show a different attitude
towards democracy among the three groups of the mentioned countries. According to
these results, Western European countries have a higher score, followed by Middle
Eastern countries and then emerging Asian countries. Also, the results of the research
show that some of the index variables of democracy are in contradiction with the
cultural and value structure of societies.
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1. Introduction

In the attitude towards democracy, the formation of a universalist collective
identity or the formation of a dominant collective identity for the majority
plays an important role, because the process of democratization depends
on a commonality and the formation of a collective identity. Common is
possible so that people can follow this idea of common benefit and feeling of
common belonging. According to these topics, the question is, does the type
of collective identity have an effect on the return to democracy? According
to this question, we decided to measure and process democracy and types of
collective identities (national, regional and global) as well as the relationship
between these two variables, so countries that in terms of development level,
geographical location, identity They differed collectively and to some extent
in terms of cultural status, they were classified into three groups of Western
European countries, Middle Eastern countries, and emerging Asian countries,
and the basis of sociological processing. In fact, this research seeks to answer
the basic question of what is the relationship between collective identity and
attitude towards democracy and whether there is a difference between the type
of collective identity and attitude towards democracy among Western European
countries, the Middle East and emerging countries. Are there Asians?

2. Theoretical Framework

In the discussion of the public sphere, Haber Maas refers to the universalist
collective identity and believes that the formation of the public sphere
strengthens more universalist collective identities and these types of identities
create and strengthen civil institutions that expand this Institutions will be
effective on the process of democratization of societies. Like Habermas,
Alexander believes that civil society causes the formation of a universalist
collective identity and this causes the creation of a democratic social order.
Socialists emphasize social capital, voluntary activities, and interpersonal
trust, and emphasize the sense of voluntary obedience of citizens, which makes
democracy flourish. Inglehart and Welzel emphasize human development in
their approach to democracy. In this regard, their emphasis on liberating values
and self-expression can be found in a society with universalist collective
identities, in other words, universalist collective identity strengthens civil
culture, which This factor can affect democracy and its prosperity. According
to the presented theories, it can be acknowledged that one of the influencing
factors on the attitude towards democracy is the emergence of a generalist
collective identity (or a dominant collective identity). Based on these theories,
the following assumptions can be made:

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1. The type of collective identity affects the attitude towards democracy.

2. There is a difference between Western European countries, Middle East
and emerging Asian countries in terms of attitude towards democracy.

3. There is a difference between agreeing with the democratic political
system in Western Europe, Middle East and emerging Asian countries.

4. The type of collective identity affects the acceptance of the democratic
political system.

3. Findings

By performing the Kruskal-Wallis test to compare collective identity variables
(nationalism, continental, global, local, regional and national), significant
differences between the average ranks of three groups from Western countries,
the Middle East and Asian emerging observed. In the case of the “continental
affiliation” variable, European, Middle Eastern and emerging Asian countries
are in the order of high to low. In the case of “global belonging”, the Middle
East, European and emerging Asian countries are respectively. Also, in the case
of “local identity”, the Middle East, emerging Asian and European countries
are placed in order of magnitude. As for the “sense of regional belonging”,
the countries of the Middle East, emerging Asian and European countries are
also present.

To examine the relationship between the dimensions of “collective identity”,
“attitude towards democracy” and “agreement with the democratic political
system”, Kendall’s tie-bay test was used. The results of the research show that
the variable “continental sense of belonging” had a significant relationship
with the attitude towards democracy. The amount of this relationship is
0.13 and its direction is positive, which means that the higher the feeling
of belonging to the continent, the higher the attitude towards democracy
will increase with the intensity of 0.13. In the mode of the variable “global
identity or sense of patriotism”, as this variable increases, the attitude towards
democracy increases by 0.057. In the case of the “feeling of belonging to
the country” variable, there was a significant relationship with the attitude
towards democracy, and the amount of this relationship was 0.037 and its
direction was positive. That is, as the feeling of belonging to the country
increases, the attitude towards democracy increases with intensity of 0.037.
According to the results of the research, no significant relationship was found
between the variables of local identity and regional identity. In relation to
the variables of “collective identity” and “agreement with the democratic
system”, the variable of nationalism was significant with a relation of -0.071.
In other words, as the level of nationalism increases, the level of agreement
with the democratic political system decreases with the intensity of -0.026.
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The continental sense of belonging variable with a rate of +0.10 increases the
agreement with the democratic political system. Global identity variable with
an intensity of +0.024 increases the agreement with the democratic political
system. The variable of local identity with the amount of -056 decreases the
acceptance of the democratic system and national identity with the amount
of -013 causes the decrease of the agreement with the democratic political
system.

4. Conclusion

Western European countries (Germany, Sweden and Spain), Middle East
(Iran, Egypt, Iraq) and emerging Asian countries (Turkey, South Korea,
Malaysia) have a positive attitude towards democracy. Another debatable
point is the attitude towards democracy in the countries of South Korea and
Malaysia, which obtained the lowest score among the 9 countries surveyed.
What is generally considered as an index of democracy and is one of the
basic principles of democracy, in all the countries under review, scores are
close to each other. This is actually the globalization of the phenomenon of
democratization, but the other dimensions of democracy that require more
awareness or are related to the cultural structure of that society, have a lower
score among Middle Eastern countries and emerging countries. Asia has,
that these dimensions will expand with the rise of social awareness, but the
cultural dimension of society, which is in contradiction with some variables of
democracy, will be more stable and less changeable. Another important point
that was obtained from this research is related to the variable of implementing
democracy and running the government in a democratic manner, which has
the highest rank for European countries, followed by newly emerging Asian
countries, and the last rank for Middle Eastern countries. This point shows that
although regarding the variable of agreement with the democracy system, the
ranking of the Middle East countries is higher than the newly emerging Asian
countries, but regarding the variable “to what extent is your country governed
in a democratic way?” The countries of the Middle East have obtained the
lowest score. Therefore, a difference should be made between agreeing with
the democratic political system and implementing democracy, as it was said
before, according to what Huntington refers to as the “democratic third wave”,
which is the process of expanding democracy as the dominant political system
in the world, and if The countries of the Middle East have a more positive
attitude towards democracy than the emerging Asian countries. There is no
room for improvement, and this issue of maximum democracy, which is
related to the social and cultural way of life, is different.

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Abstract

The purpose of the research has been investigating cultural-psychological factors
related to the students’ attitude towards social transitions. The statistical population
has been the secondary school students in Yasouj city in 1399-1400 that their total
number was 8529 students, among them, based on Cochran’s sampling formula, 368
individuals were selected as the research sample. Cluster sampling proportional to
volume was used for accessing the sample. Independent and dependent variables of
the research, respectively, were gender, normative pressure, familial cultural capital
and self- confidence; and preferring social transitions (entrance to the labor market,
education and get marriage). Based on the research findings the two most important
preferred social transitions of girls, boys and their parents were educational and
entrance to labor market respectively. The correlation of the variables of family’s
cultural capital and self- confidence with educational transition has been positive and
significant; and their correlation with transition to marriage and entrance to labor work
was negatively significant. Among all of the research variables the normative pressure
has had the most positive effect, respectively, on the transition to marriage (beta=./45)
and the entrance to labor market (beta=./28). Results of the research show that there
are a kind of gender resemblance among students’ preferred transition; and also, a kind
of de standardization of social transition has been emerged. Thus, increasing cultural
capital and self- confidence has provided context for increasing students’ tendency
towards continuing education as a modern transition; but, in contrast, continuation of
the normative pressure lead sample individual’s preferred transition towards choosing
the more traditional transitions such as marriage and entrance to the labor market.

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1. Introduction

In the past, compared to today’s societies, the transition from childhood to
adulthood was faster, more ritualistic and more predictable. Today, one
of the important and structural consequences of modernity has been the
weakening of traditional structures and beliefs and the expansion of the
process of “individualization” and, as a result, the weakening, diversity and,
in some cases, the decay of established social transitions or their associated
rituals. In any way, Important social transitions are contextual, temporal and
spatial, and depending on the cultural, geographical features and beliefs of
the people of each region, it has its own nature and flavor. These transitions
and the decreasing importance of accomplishing the rites related to each of
them represent the changes in the “life cycle” of people and a sign of the
emergence, growth and finally death of each person in any society. In sum,
researchers use the term social transitions to describe the transition to a
new social situation which indicates the change in the social roles of people
and their accompanying rights and duties)Marlis, Buchmann and Kriesi,
2011: 482.(in general, it can be said that the unpredictability of transitions
can simultaneously have the negative effects of confusion and ambiguity in
decision-making, increasing anxiety caused by individual responsibility, shock
of failure; and the positive effects of the feeling of liberation and freedom to
choose the desired and desired path, the development of individual effort and
the realization of the desired identity of young people (Furlong et al, 2002:
13). In such situations, by using Walter’s  transition regime * metaphor, it
can be said that the transition regime has an ambivalent situation in Iran’s
transitional society. Since in our society simultaneousness of the continuation
of religious and traditional values related to important institutions such as
family formation and marriage with instability and non- institutionalization of
modern values like respecting and protecting individual rights, acceptance of
celibacy, equality of gender opportunities and ... has given a special character
to youths’ transition regime

2. Materials and Methods

The current research was conducted with a quantitative and survey method.
The statistical population of the research was the second-high school students
of Yasouj city in the academic year 1399-1400, whose number is 8529. From
this number of students, based on Cochran’s formula, 368 were determined as
samples. The data collection tool was a questionnaire. To increase the validity
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of the variable measurement tool, the criteria such as reviewing theoretical
texts and previous researches in order to identify the dimensions, indicators,
and valid items, consulting with the supervisors and thesis advisor, conducting
apre-test were used. The exploratory factor analysis technique also was used to
evaluate the items (for recognizing the dimensions of the chosen transitions).

3. Research findings

According to the obtained information, the first choice of 89.2% of girls and
89.4% of boys after school is to continue their education. Also, the first choice
of 94.1% of fathers and 91.4% of mothers for their children is to continue their
education after finishing school. The second priority of 69.6% of girls and
68.6% of boys is to enter the labor market, and the second priority of 65.4% of
fathers and 66.5% of mothers was to enter the labor market for their children.
And finally, the last priority for all three groups of respondents (0.64% of
girls and 63.8% of boys, as well as 61.7% of fathers and 64.4% of mothers)
was marriage after finishing school. Pearson’s two-way correlation test was
used to evaluate the relationship between the variables with the distance-
relative measurement level of the research and selected social transitions.
The variables of normative pressure, self-confidence and cultural capital
of the family were included in the correlation test. Based on the values and
direction of correlation of the variables with each other, it can be said that
the normative pressure variable had the highest correlation with the positive
and direct direction and the self-esteem variable had the lowest correlation
with the negative and inverse direction on the social transition of marriage.
Also, the self-confidence variable had the highest correlation with the positive
direction and the normative pressure variable had the lowest correlation with
the negative and inverse direction with the social transition of continuing
education. Finally, the normative pressure variable had the highest correlation
with the positive direction and self-confidence had the lowest correlation with
the negative direction with the social transition of entering the labor market.

4. Discussion

In this research, four hypotheses were examined. Regarding gender, there is
no special point of view among the students and they have a similar choice
regarding social transitions after finishing school. In addition to the choice of
individuals, the cultural capital of the family has been one of the important
structural variables and has an effect on the type of selective transition. To
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the extent that students with a higher family culture structure, such as reading
extracurricular books, visiting book fairs, having high academic qualifications,
listening to music and personal library, etc., have a greater tendency to choose
continuing education as their first priority. Another variable was normative
pressures, which is more a symbol and manifestation of the effect of local
normative conditions on the type of selected preference. Based on this, it can
be said that people who choose under the influence of the values of primary
groups such as family, friends, relatives and acquaintances and to some extent
ignore their individual “choices” have a greater tendency to choose They have
a social transition to marriage and have chosen entering university as their
last priority. In other words, they act based on a kind of “habitual” agency and
compliance with norms and traditional values. Beside the social variables, the
psychological variable whose relationship was investigated with the type of
attitude towards the selected social transitions was self-confidence. Individual
capacities and their recognition is one of the most important individual and
agency factors of using new structural conditions. Based on this, it can be said
that structural conditions do not work the same for all people, but people with
special psychological characteristics can fulfill their dreams and aspirations
through educational progress by recognizing and realizing their abilities and
understanding structural conditions.

5. Conclusion

Based on the results of the research, people have different types of choices and
different variables have an effect on the type of choice of social transitions.
In the past, due to the traditionality of societies and cultural similarities, most
of the choices were similar and predictable, but today the way of choices and
types of transitions have become more different, wider and more unpredictable.
The ruling values in societies can influence the type of choices. Perhaps one
of the reasons why both families and students chose education as their first
priority is that people have reached this self-belief that they are better for the
future. More importance should be given to the category of education and
science and that they see that the acquisition of knowledge has a high value
and status in today’s society. Due to the different views and values in the new
society, the types of social transitions are not the same in modern societies and
people choose different social transitions.

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Abstract

Integrative Theory plays a major role in creating new concepts and developing new
perspectives. The study aimed to investigate synthesis in process sociology of Norbert
Elias by using the theoretical-analytical method. The results show that, Elias has
moved towards a process-oriented theoretical and methodical field in his sociology,
and it can be said that a combination of theoretical and methodical types is reflected
in his work. By mentioning some examples of the macro and micro levels, i.e., open
personality and figuration, Elias claims that he has solved the distinction between
agency and structure. Since in contrast to the agency and structure that are two
separate poles, his concepts are on a continuum and there is not a distinct line between
them. Elias can also inspire the modern methodological discussion by Methodological
integration in his works, because he used various data and triangulation. Therefore,
considering the development of a framework for a process-oriented method, he can
be considered as one of the early proponents of mixed method research. One can say
that though Elias’ theory has been criticized, it is generally defensible. The privilege
of his work is his remarkable approach as a theoretical-experimental product that,
going beyond the merely conceptual analysis, can be considered the most successful
integrated project in the field of theory and methodology synthesis plan in European
tradition of sociology.

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1. Introduction

Today, the use of integrated approaches in explaining social issues, due to the
belief that sociology is a multi-paradigm, multi-discourse, multi-view, multi-
approach, multi-tradition and multi-method science, has become a common
and acceptable practice (Zulfigari, 1400: 38). In the meantime, Norbert Elias
(1897-1990) with an innovative point of view has transformed the traditional
concepts of social sciences in such a way that the readers of his works can
easily, fruitless discussions and debates related to dichotomies such as
individual/state or understand the government and society well (Van Kriken,
2016: 44). In the development of his figurational theory, he emphasizes
more on experimental researches regarding the specific issues of history and
sociology, and goes beyond the demarcation between social theory and social
research, and instead of consciously considering himself a social theorist,
he takes an approach in social theory. which is rooted in his activities as a
social researcher. But unfortunately, his attempt to institutionalize the process
approach as an alternative to static views (belonging to Parsons and others)
was unsuccessful. Because these views dominated the sociology of that
time (Kozmix, 1384: 147-148). Considering that Elias is one of the theorists
who has received less attention, therefore, it has been tried to examine the
integration of Elias’ Sociology of configuration and with theoretical analysis,
he has answered the question of how Elias’s figurational approach is in line
with the development of a theory. Has it been consolidated? And on what basis
and of what kind was this development? In order to achieve this goal, by using
the theoretical-analytical method, with a brief look at his criticisms of previous
studies - which is considered the basis of his theoretical and methodological
development - integration in Elias’s point of view has been discussed and
investigated.

2. Discussion

Elias was determined to eliminate the gap between social theory and social
research, so by examining his theoretical and experimental achievements, it
is possible to observe a integration of theoretical and methodological types
in his approach. In the theoretical discussion, instead of adding a new theory
to the common sociological theories of his time, Elias begins his work with a
critical approach and criticizes Weber’s theory, criticizes the most important
sociological paradigm of his time, the system paradigm, and also Criticizes
common sociological insights. Therefore, he bases his theoretical development
on the criticism of previous studies and static views and develops this work
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in line with the integration of theory. He believes that by using the concept
of configuration; which has a direct relationship with the concept of Homines
Aperti or man dependent on the network of mutual dependencies; It is possible
to solve the duality problem of agent and structure (Khadevi, 1391: 150).
He observes humans in the majority of these multiple sets of configurations
and he tried to resolve this duality of agency and structure by designing the
central category of configuration, and he considers the main problem for a
sociological study to be the recognition of the lawfulness of transformation
and evolution of this configuration. who in his classic work on the process
of civilization seeks to present such a model of long-term social historical
research and study. According to the authors, the flourishing of modern social
theories from the heart of classical sociology and breaking the rigid and static
vocabulary of social sciences can be attributed to Elias’ efforts. In fact, in his
theoretical synthesis, instead of relying on passing thoughts, Elias presents a
comprehensive theory about the evolution of humanity, which can be a special
reference framework for various types of social sciences.

Since Elias is known for his process sociology, his methodology is usually
rarely discussed and criticized. Criticizing conventional methodology in
sociology - especially Weber’s method - he calls him a representative of
sociological nominalism and believes that Weber’s methodology is narrow on
social realities (Farji, 2015: 128-127). It also criticizes survey research as a
formalistic endeavor by social scientists. According to Baur and Ernes (2011),
Elias was not only a theorist, but he also thought strongly methodologically
and experimentally, and according to his works, it is possible to develop a
framework for the process-oriented method and reconstruct his methodological
concepts and the rules of the method. His acquaintance with the discussion
of modern methodology, such as mixed methods research, grounded theory,
ethnography, multi-level analysis, social network analysis, cluster analysis,
longitudinal research methods, historical and process-generated data research.
He demonstrated how his ideas can inspire methodological debates today.
(Baur and Ernes, 2011: 119-120). According to the authors, this method is a
reconstructed process, similar to the model of quantitative and qualitative data
integration, and in contrast to the sharp distinction between qualitative and
quantitative research, he can be considered as one of the early proponents of
mixed method research. Because he has used different and multi-angle data
in his works: from image data (maps, buildings, landscapes) to verbal data
(text) and from open qualitative data (ethnography, literature) to Standard
quantitative data (surveys, social accounting data).
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3. Conclusion

Elias has a significant importance in the theory of contemporary sociology
and he tries to change the duality of agency and structure, which have been
static categories, into a dynamic and changing nature in his perspective of
historical-process sociology. In fact, the concept of configuration is the basis
and foundation of the theoretical synthesis that Elias developed to overcome
this duality, and in fact, this concept requires both. Therefore, Elias’s approach,
with its simultaneous emphasis on agency and structure, far from reductionist
and one-dimensional paradigms, can be considered a clear example of
integrated theory and builds and deals with a new type of paradigm called the
process paradigm. Citing Kilminster and Mennel (2011), it can be said that
what puts him in a different but privileged position is his unique contribution:
a theoretical-experimental product that, by going beyond mere conceptual
analysis, is the most successful micro-macro integrated project in Sociology
is European. In the field of methodological integration, although Elias is
generally considered a sociological theorist, he had very clear ideas for the
most appropriate type of methodology for process sociology. Baur and Ernes
(2011) also traced a process-oriented method inspired by Elias’ works and
concluded that he used different and multi-angle data. What is certain is that
Elias’s methodology has been improved by subsequent theorizing sociologists
such as Kozmix (2009) and Arens (2009). In the end, it should be said that
Elias was not looking for a unified theory and tried to analyze things outside
of the usual sociological controversy and based his theoretical development
on the criticism of previous studies and common sociological insights.
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Abstract

Today, every country demands loyalty from its people and considers the stability,
strength and maintenance of its system to depend on the national loyalty of its people.
All countries have extensive programs to educate people loyal to their system and
country. After the family, the country’s education system is the second institution that
is influential in educating the future makers of the country and can be effective in
forming a sense of national loyalty and increasing it among students. In this direction,
teachers play a decisive role as the arms of the country’s education system. From this
point of view, measuring the level of national loyalty of teachers and factors affecting
it can help policy makers in improving the level of national loyalty of the society. This
research tries to answer the question of what are the factors influencing the sense of
national loyalty of teachers in Tehran using a survey method. The statistical population
of this research is all teachers of public schools in Tehran. Stratified sampling method
and statistical sample size are 302 people. The results of the analysis of the structural
equations of the research show that there is an inverse relationship between the feeling
of national loyalty and the feeling of relative deprivation at the rate of -.186. Also,
there is a significant positive relationship between the feeling of national loyalty with
the variables of religiosity (.440) and hope to reform the country (.358). These three
variables have been able to explain 67% of the variance of the national loyalty of
teachers in Tehran.

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1. Introduction

Nationality is one of the levels of loyalty that mainly conforms to a political
unit called the country. The people of a country consider themselves a member
of a large group that is located in a certain geographical area and under a certain
political rule. The members of this group have a sense of solidarity towards
each other and towards the group. Loyalty may be demonstrated through trust
in other members and optimism about the group’s future. Behaviorally, loyalty
may be expressed in the sacrifices that individuals make for other members
of their group, which includes staying in the group while incurring personal
costs to him. In recent decades, the issue of national loyalty has become one
of the important issues in the politics of different countries. In recent years,
the valuable group of teachers have always been in the focus of policymakers’
attention due to the livelihood issues and problems they have had. From these
media, they assumed that teachers are not committed and loyal to their job and
national duties compared to the past. Therefore, this research tries to take a
step towards providing grounds for national cohesion by measuring national
loyalty among teachers and factors affecting it. It is no secret that training a
generation loyal to the country is an important and vital thing in the institution
of education, for this reason, the current research has selected and studied the
statistical population of teachers as a group that is effective in training the
future generation of the country. In the meantime, the city of Tehran, as the
political and economic capital of the country and the origin of many national
developments, was chosen as a research sample. The main questions of this
research are what is the level of loyalty of teachers in Tehran? And what are
the most important social factors affecting it?

2. Data

The findings of background variables show that 54.6% of respondents are
women and 45.4% are women. The average age of teachers in Tehran is
about 39.48 years. Their average work experience is about 21 years, about
12.5% have a post-graduate degree, 61.8% have a bachelor’s degree, 24.7%
have a master’s degree, and only 1% have a doctorate. It should be noted that
35.9% are teaching in the primary level, 31.9% in the first secondary level
and 32.2% in the second secondary level. Also, 15.1% are single and 79.9%
are married and only 5% are single due to divorce or death. This data shows
that the institution of the family has a favorable stability among the teachers.
The average research variables are: National loyalty 4.2, Religiosity 4.5, Hope
to reform the country 3.1, Feeling insecure 3.3, Feeling deprived 3.1, Social
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anomie 3.2 and social capital 3.1. According to the results of the regression
analysis, it is clear that almost 62% of the variance of national loyalty in the
statistical population of teachers in Tehran is explained by the variables of
religiosity, relative deprivation, social capital and feeling of insecurity. In fact,
it is possible to distinguish between a person’s beliefs and the extent of his
adherence to Islamic law, the extent of his trust in people and institutions, the
extent of his participation in society, the extent of a person’s communication
with friends and acquaintances, and the feeling of deprivation and insecurity
that he feels in the society with the feeling of loyalty. He communicated
nationally. The beta coefficient also shows the influence of each component
on the feeling of national loyalty.

3. Discussion

The beta coefficients in the table show that in the statistical population of
Tehran teachers, for every unit increase in the religiosity variable, there is
a 0.502 unit increase in the feeling of national loyalty, and for every unit
increase in the relative deprivation feeling variable, there is a 0.170 unit
decrease in the feeling of national loyalty. And for each unit of increase in the
variable of social capital, we will have 0.149 units of increase in the feeling of
national loyalty, and finally, for each unit of increase in the variable of feeling
of insecurity, we will have a decrease of 0.117 units in the feeling of national
loyalty. In addition, the significance level of the model is 0.000 and ideal.
Based on the results of structural equation analysis, it can be said that the
strongest variable affecting national loyalty among teachers in Tehran is the
religiosity variable. The results show that for each unit increase in religiosity,
there will be a 0.44 increase in national loyalty. In the second order, the
variable is the hope of reforming the country. This variable not only has a
path coefficient of about 0.36, but with its presence in the structural equation,
it neutralizes the effect of other variables. The third influencing variable is
the feeling of privacy. According to the results of this model, for each unit of
increase in feeling of relative deprivation, there will be a decrease of 0.18 in
national loyalty. In addition, these three variables explain a total of 0.67% of
the variance of national loyalty, and the rest of this variance is related to the
variables that were not studied in this research.

4. Conclusion
The findings of this research show that the average national loyalty of Tehran
teachers is around 4.2 out of 5, in other words, teachers have strong national
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loyalty. Also, the results of this research showed that the feeling of relative
deprivation is one of the factors influencing the feeling of national loyalty in
teachers, and it was mentioned earlier that the feeling of relative deprivation
is rooted in people’s understanding of the existing level of justice. One of
the dimensions of justice is economic justice. During this research, it was
observed that most of the teachers objected to the amount of salary and benefits
they received compared to other employees of government institutions and
considered it insufficient. They believe that the teachers’ union in Iran has
more rights and benefits compared to other countries. It is insignificant. Even
some teachers believe that justice is not observed in the amount of salary
paid within their class. According to all the mentioned cases, it seems that
it is possible to increase the salaries and benefits of teachers through the
correct implementation of projects such as the fair ranking and leveling of
teachers (which implementation is now in the aura of uncertainty).), unifying
the rights and benefits of all employees of government institutions based on
fair standards, taking into account the hard work and adequate salary for
teachers in disadvantaged areas, teachers of exceptional schools and teachers
of primary schools, reducing the feeling of relative deprivation of teachers,
and as a result, the feeling It increased their national loyalty.

The results of this research proved that one of the factors influencing the
feeling of national loyalty is religiosity. Although teachers are a religious class
and the results of this research showed that the average rating of teachers is
around 4.5 out of 5 and the significant relationship between these two leads
to two suggestions: First, in the selection of teachers, special attention should
be paid to the component of religiosity because with We will attract more
religious people, we will have more loyal teachers, and as a result, loyal
students will be trained. Secondly, by holding in-service courses and creating
suitable working spaces for teachers, we can provide the necessary platforms
to increase their sense of national loyalty.

It should also not be forgotten that having hope for the reform of affairs
is a fundamental pillar in creating national loyalty. It seems that the officials
of the Ministry of Education, through continuous communication with the
educational body and their participation in the administration and correction of
wrong procedures, can provide a platform for increasing hope and deepening
the horizon of the teacher’s approach.

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Abstract

The purpose of this article is the relationship between cultural capital and health-oriented
lifestyle, emphasizing the theory of Bourdieu and Cockerham. The purpose of this article
is the relationship between cultural capital and health-oriented lifestyle, emphasizing the
theory of Bourdieu and Cockerham. In terms of method, a quantitative approach based on
a survey strategy (descriptive-correlation), relying on a standardized questionnaire based
on a Likert scale (1 to 7) among 406 citizens aged 20 to 49 in Damghan city as a simple
random sampling at the level of the city’s neighbourhoods Damghan findings have been
collected. Cronbach’s alpha of the whole questionnaire was equal to (0.930) and the total
convergent validity was equal to (0.526). The reliability coefficient of the health-oriented
lifestyle variable is equal to (0.930) and the convergent validity value of this variable is
(0.540), and for the cultural capital variable, the alpha value is equal to (0.793) and the
convergent validity value is (0.508). From the results of descriptive and inferential statistics
based on Spss software, the findings have been analysed. Descriptive findings indicate that
the averages of the state of cultural capital (4.52) and health-oriented lifestyle (4.29) among
the citizens were moderately high, and among the components of the research variables,
the component of interpersonal relations (72. 4) and the Institutionalized capital component
(5.22) has been more important. The variables of age group, educational group, economic
and social base (class) had a significant relationship with the research variables. The results
of Pearson correlation (0.588) showed that the relationship between the main variables was
medium, positive and significant, and also the assumed relationship between the components
of'the independent variable and the dependent variable was medium, positive and significant.

Health-oriented lifestyle as one of the most important ways to achieve health
maintenance is affected by cultural capital, according to Cockerham’s thought.
Cultural capital as a variable of the power of recognition and the ability to use
cultural goods in life, according to Bourdieu’s thought, seems necessary for
every person. In this research, the purpose of the relationship between cultural
capital and the health-oriented lifestyle of the citizens of Damghan has been.
The innovation of the present research is in the subject and the statistical
community. In this research, the intention is to provide a relationship between
the two main research variables, based on which the role of cultural capital
on the health-oriented lifestyle can be important in the lives of people in the
society through the behaviours related to it.

2. Materials and Methods

Cockerham has followed Bourdieu’s theoretical framework in the health-
oriented lifestyle theory. Following Max Weber, he considers health-oriented
lifestyles to be a set of health-related behaviour patterns based on people’s
choices of options and opportunities in their lives. Cultural capital with
its embodied, regulated (institutionalized) and objectified dimensions is
transferred to the individual as an intellectual asset through various procedures.
From Bourdieu’s point of view, cultural capital with “embodied, regulated
and objectified” dimensions is transferred to the individual as an intellectual
property of various procedures. Therefore, health-oriented lifestyle as a part
of each person’s lifestyle may be related to the amount of and the structure
of cultural capital. Based on the results, the alpha value of health-oriented
lifestyle is equal to (0.930) and the validity of this variable is (0.540). For the
cultural capital variable, the desired alpha value is equal to (0.793) and the
convergent validity value is (0.508). The findings have been analyzed based
on the softwareSpss with emphasis on descriptive and inferential statistics.

3. Data

According to the results of the findings, the level of university education of the
studied community was higher than other educational groups, the age group
of 27 to 33 years included about 31% of the respondents, and about 56% of
the respondents were from the lower middle economic class. The quantitative
average results of indicators and the variable of health-oriented lifestyle and
cultural capital based on the middle range of the Likert spectrum, which is
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equal to 3.5, which are all above the “average”. Marriage is not confirmed
by research variables.

objectified capital) with the dependent variable was found to be moderately
significant and direct, and the correlation coefficient between the regulated
capital component and the dependent variable was positive and significant,
but the intensity of the relationship was weak and downward.Based on the
beta results (cultural capital, objectified capital, embodied capital, regulated
capital, etc.) they explain the dependent variable in the best way.The value of
the correlation coefficient (R) between the variables (0.589) shows that there
is an almost medium to high correlation between the set of components of the
independent and dependent variables. The value of the adjusted coefficient of
determination is equal to (0.334), which is nearly 33% of The whole health-
oriented lifestyle changes among citizens are affected by the cultural capital
variable and its indicators in this equation. According to the value of the F
statistic (26/391) at the error level of less than 0.01, which is significant,
it can be concluded that the regression model of the research composed
of independent variables and indicators along with the dimensions of the
background variables of the dependent variable (health-oriented lifestyle) is a
model that It can partially explain the dependent variable.

4. Discussion

The results of the assumed relationships between the variables with a
medium to high significant correlation means that the health care and cultural
organizations of this city will be health-oriented by promoting tangible
cultural goods and encouraging the choice of lifestyle goods. In another
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sense, the existence of cultural investment through the state of embodiment,
they seek to expand health-oriented behaviors and educational methods. In

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to identify and classify the consequences of marital
infidelity in Iranian society. In this research, 78 scientific articles in Iran that deal with
the issue of marital infidelity were identified and analyzed by qualitative meta-synthesis
method. All the findings of these articles were extracted and analyzed and classified
in a multi-stage coding process. The results of this research showed that marital
infidelity in Iran has various consequences. These consequences can be categorized
into at least eight different categories, which include the following: 1. Emotional and
Psychological Consequences, 2- Cognitive Consequences, 3- Family Consequences,
4- Social Consequences, 5- Economic Consequences, 6- Individual Consequences, 7-
Physical Consequences, and 8- Consequences on Children. Each of these 8§ categories
of consequences is itself divided into smaller types of consequences. The present
study has tried to study and analyze these consequences. Finally, these consequences
and its subcategories are presented in the form of a conceptual model.
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1. Introduction

Marital infidelity is one of the cases that have many negative attitudes towards
it in society. It is hard to think of another act that different people oppose more
than marital infidelity. In one survey, 91 percent of adults in the United States
believe that marital infidelity is morally wrong. This level of opposition was
a higher percentage than opposition to suicide or polygamy (Monesh, 2015).
Most married people expect their spouse to be in the marriage, to have sex only
with them, and assume that their spouse expects the same from them (Triss &
Giessen, 2000). However, statistics show that marital infidelity is a common
phenomenon in marriage (Atkins et al., 2001; Dupri et al., 2007). Various
researches show that 11 to 70 percent of married people in different societies
cheat during their married life (Gordon et al., 2004; Blau and Hartnett, 2005).
Infidelity has serious consequences for the marital relationship (Peloso and
Spina, 2008) and is one of the most common reasons for couple therapy for
families (Wiseman et al., 1997). However, extramarital relationships outside
of marriage are considered by family counselors as one of the most difficult
problems to treat (Gordon et al., 2005). Marital infidelity is one of the main
causes of divorce in different societies (Tagler, 2013). For this reason, such
relationships need a deeper understanding.

However, the disclosure of marital infidelity has different consequences
for couples. After the disclosure of infidelity, couples face various changes
and transformations in their personal lives, which can involve and transform
them in various biological, social, psychological and even cognitive aspects.
In this regard, the present study has studied and reviewed various researches
in the field of marital infidelity in Iran. This research seeks to find out what
consequences the disclosure of marital infidelity among Iranian couples has
had for them.

2. Method

The current research is of qualitative methods. This research was done using
the “qualitative meta-synthesis” method. The meta-synthesis method is a
relatively new approach in qualitative studies in Iran. The purpose of meta-
synthesis is to classify a set of qualitative findings from different studies and
to analyze, interpret and classify them. In other words, the purpose of meta-
synthesis method is to present a new and coherent interpretation of the results
of qualitative studies in previous researches. The sampling method in the
present study, which was carried out with the meta-synthesis method, was
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a purposive sampling method. In this regard, the sampling framework has
been determined in terms of “ Inclusion Criterion” and “ Exclusion Criterion™.
Entry criteria and exit criteria are different but successive steps of the sample
screening and refinement process in metacomposite study. In this regard, all
valid scientific researches that have been conducted in recent years in Iran in
the field of marital infidelity were studied and analyzed. Finally, after various
reviews, 78 scientific articles were selected to conduct a meta-composite study
in this research.

3. Data
The findings of the present study showed that the consequences of marital
infidelity can be categorized in the form of at least 8 general categories: 1-
emotional and psychological consequences; 2- cognitive consequences; 3-
family consequences; 4- social consequences; 5- economic consequences;
6- Individual consequences; 7- physical consequences; and 8- Consequences
on children. Each of these categories is divided into different subcategories.
In this regard, the emotional and psychological consequences of marital
infidelity, including such things as “post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD)”,
“depressive disorder”, “feelings of anger and aggression”, “reduced self-
confidence”, “decreased self-esteem”, “Feelings of hatred” and “mourning
and regret”. The cognitive consequences of infidelity include ‘“cognitive
disturbances” and “changes in the victim’s values”. The family consequences
of infidelity include “domestic violence”, “emotional separation”, “revenge
responses” and “possibility of divorce” for couples. Social consequences also
include “feeling of insecurity”, “feeling of mistrust” and “damage to one’s
social network”. Also, the economic consequences include “threat of job
status” and “threat of family financial resources”. Individual consequences
include “decrease in attention to oneself”, “decrease in quality of life” and
“probability of sexually transmitted diseases”. Physical consequences also
include things like “sleep disorder”, “hormonal disorder”, “appetite disorder”,
“change in body weight”, the possibility of “heart problems” (broken heart
syndrome) and so on. Finally, the consequences of infidelity on children
include “damage to children’s mental health” (probability of depression,
insecure attachment in children), “decrease in children’s peace of mind”, “fear

of children’s future” and their “educational decline”.



4. Conclusion

Marital infidelity is a phenomenon with many causes. On the other hand,
marital infidelity has diverse and multi-layered consequences. The findings
of this research showed that marital infidelity causes both physical and
psychological harm to the individual and harms the family as well. On a
larger level, the increase in marital infidelity in the society, with the increase
in the probability of divorce, domestic and social violence, and the increase
in delinquent children in the society, also harms the social life. For this
reason, Iranian researchers in recent years and in various scientific fields such
as psychology, sociology, medicine and the like have tried to examine the
consequences of marital infidelity from different aspects.

The findings of this study showed that most of the researches that have
been conducted in recent years in the field of marital infidelity in Iran have
focused on psychological, psychiatric and medical approaches. For this reason,
most of the consequences identified in the field of marital infidelity include
psychological, psychiatric and medical consequences. In the meantime, fewer
researches have analyzed this phenomenon from sociological, demographic,
anthropological, economic and similar perspectives. For this reason, we have
little information about the consequences of infidelity from the perspective of
these important fields of study. For example, according to previous researches,
we know very well that marital infidelity causes psychological damage to the
individual and the family, but in this case, marital infidelity mostly occurs
in which social classes. We have little information. Or we have much less
information about which age groups are more harmed by marital infidelity.
Also, we do not know whether the damage of marital infidelity is more in
urban areas or in rural areas? Or what effect do the cultural (or even religious)
differences among the victims of infidelity have on the type of encounter
they face with their spouse’s marital infidelity and its possible damages? Or
how and with what mechanism the amount of cultural, economic and social
capitals of the victims of marital infidelity can play a role in facing the marital
infidelity of their spouses, and how can the small or large amount of these
capitals affect the consequences of infidelity? Increase or decrease marriage?
These examples are just some of the cases that have received less attention
in research on marital infidelity in Iran, and the reason for this is the less
attention paid by some researchers from social sciences to the study of marital
infidelity.

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Abstract

Disadvantaged settlements encompass areas that face various vulnerabilities and deprivations.
These adversities give rise to the recognition of these areas as being plagued by “spatial
stigma.” The nature of this spatial stigma is dynamic and permeates individuals, leading to
their notoriety. Consequently, residents of these areas bear the burden of place stigma, which
results in the attachment of diverse labels to them, prompting the adoption of various strategies
to confront these challenges. The objective of this research is to explore the perception
of marginalized individuals as seen through the eyes of residents residing in disadvantaged
areas and to investigate strategies employed to address urban marginalization in the city of
Mashhad. Employing a qualitative approach, the study utilized a semi-structured interview tool
and implemented purposeful sampling and sample size determination based on the principle of
informational saturation. The analysis of interviews followed the thematic analysis technique
proposed by Braun and Clarke. The findings from 21 interviews with residents of disadvantaged
areas in Mashhad reveal that marginalized individuals are perceived based on distinctive
characteristics, including initial categorization (focused on livelihood, economic marginalization,
self-sufficiency, and self-reliance), deviant behavior (undesirable traits and nonconformity), and
a culture of marginalization (reactive behavior, self-neglect, informal upbringing, vernacular
discourse, actions, and cultural capital of marginalization). These perceptions collectively
contribute to the construction of “marginalization stigma.” The establishment and perception of
marginalization stigma serve as the foundation for interactions with marginalized individuals,
giving rise to two categories of strategies: “social accommodation” strategies, involving
acceptance and engagement with marginalized individuals, and “social non-accommodation”
strategies, entailing rejection and the establishment of boundaries in interactions with
marginalized individuals.

1. Introduction

The Industrial Revolution triggered a significant rural-to-urban migration,
with a lack of precise planning, leading to the formation of impoverished areas
on the outskirts of cities and marginalization (Ezeh et al., 2017). According
to a 2014 United Nations report, around 1 billion people currently reside in
urban marginal areas, a number projected to double by 2030. These people are
in a situation outside the mainstream of society and are facing the denial of
access to valuable resources (Schiffer & Schatz, 2008). are exposed to stigma
(Ezeh et al., 2017).Stigma is a low-value and worthless trait, and one of the
main dimensions of injustice in the contemporary world that people face as
long as they have one of the physical, personality and social defects (Goffman,
1963). This concept is the result of the formation of a three-stage process in
which, in the first stage, a person receives all kinds of labels and experiences
stigma due to having one of the three defects (Mohammadi et al., 2022); Then,
in an attempt to manage identity, they uses strategies and in the last stage are
faced with various consequences such as deprivation of economic resources
and social situations (Link et al., 1987) and rejection of interactions and
opportunities (Lotfi et al., 2021).

These defects cause a wide range of people to be stigmatized; For example,
in physical defects, we can refer to AIDS, which is one of the most unpleasant
physical defects that is rooted in disordered family conditions and neglect of
health care (Akbari & Safari, 2019), in various causal combinations, such as
mistreatment from the interactive network and lack of family and medical
support, the person faces various types of stigma (Akbari and Safari, 2020).
In the social defects, we can refer to living in marginal areas, which is rooted
in exploitation and power structures (Wacquant, 2015). Therefore, living in
marginal areas as one of the social defects, stigmatizes these areas and its
residents as inferior places, full of uncultured people, full of lawlessness and
dominated by culture of poverty (Mayne, 2021). The applied labels become
part of the residents’ identities and consider them as a symbol of negative
phenomena in the society (Hooper, 2003), which resulting social devaluation
and deprivation of opportunities (Block et al., 2009; Simons et al., 2018).

In the country of Iran, at the same time as urbanization, marginalization
began in 1941(Karimzadeh et al., 2010). Due to rapid urbanization, Mashhad
has accommodated significant marginalized areas within itself, and according
to the latest census, one-third of the city’s population resides in peripheral
regions (Akbari, 2019). These areas are socially perceived as disadvantaged
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and considered as problematic cores in the process of social construction of
residents in affluent regions. Consequently, the lack of a positive approach
towards these locations and their inhabitants has led residents of affluent areas
to judge them based on their own perceptions and adopt strategies to deal
with them, which can be influential in improving or worsening the situation
of marginalized individuals. Therefore, given the substantial population
of marginalized individuals in Mashhad, this study aims to investigate the
perceptions of residents in affluent areas of Mashhad towards marginalists and
the strategies they employ in their interactions with them.

2. Materials and Methods

This study adopts a qualitative approach and content analysis method to
investigate the subject. The target population for examination includes areas
1, 9, and 11, which are considered affluent areas of Mashhad. Purposeful
sampling was employed, and data saturation was achieved after conducting
21 semi-structured interviews. Semi-structured interviews were conducted in
person as the data collection tool. The credibility of the research was ensured
through effective communication. The six-step process proposed by Braun
and Clarke (2006) was utilized for data analysis.

3. Data

In response to the first question, the results indicate that participants attribute
multiple labels to marginalized individuals based on their own perceptions.
Some of these labels primarily refer to their unfavorable economic situation
and poverty, which fall under the theme of initial inferior status. Another
category of labels mainly reflects social taste of these individuals, categorizing
them as deviant in their own theme. The third category of characteristics
refers to the cultural taste of these individuals, representing a theme of a
marginalized culture. Collectively, these perceptions represent the concept of
stigma associated with marginalization.

In response to the second question, the perception of stigma associated
with marginalization leads to two different types of strategies employed by
residents in dealing with marginalized individuals; Social accommodation
strategies, which involve accepting the differences of marginalized individuals
and a willingness to engage with them, and social non-accommodation, which
involve the non-acceptance of marginalized individuals and avoidance of
interaction with them.
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4. Discussion

Residents of privileged areas have various negative stereotypes about
marginalists, which contribute to the construction of the pervasive stigma
surrounding marginalization. Essentially, the association of these individuals
with poverty and low-income occupations fuels such perceptions, as
mantioned in the studies by Fattah and Walter (2020) and Jensen and
Christensen (2021). Perceptions such as the criminal stereotype, in line with
the findings of O-Mendez and Isoda (2021), lead to the marginalization of
these individuals. Neglecting hygiene also results in the imposition of stigma,
as identified in the study by Vazquez et al. (2020), which linked issues such as
inadequate housing and poor hygiene to the stigmatization of individuals and
places. Residents of less privileged areas, in their attempt to conform to the
standards of more privileged areas, find themselves compelled to display their
self-imposed stigma, as it is believed that these individuals lack the ability to
assimilate. Additionally, these individuals face other stigma, such as being
livelihood-centric, economically disadvantaged, and resistant to change, due
to their unfavorable economic circumstances and the experience of poverty,
which is a structural issue. Some of these stigma stem from their challenges in
livelihood. The low culture is one of the other stigma. This culture, which is seen
in various behavioral and linguistic patterns, although perceived unfavorably
by residents of privileged areas, many of these characteristics are considered
part of the cultural and social identity of these areas. However, residents of
privileged areas do not accept these differences, and any characteristic that
contradicts their own value system is stigmatized. The proliferation of these
labels and the resulting gaps, causing the dominant group to adopt strategies
for communication and, as an outsider group, attempt to regulate their behavior
in order to interact with them.

5. Conclusion

A significant portion of the marginalization stigma, stems from the belief in
superiority and the rejection of the different value system in marginalized areas.
The reproduction of these perceptions only contribute to the perpetuation of
the cycle of marginalization and the fragmentation of the city. This process
creates a disruption in social relationships, hinders integration, and creates a
basis for their exclusion from mainstream society. Therefore, policies aimed
at providing opportunities for their integration into the fabric of the city can
effectively prevent the continuation of the cycle of marginalization.
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Abstract

The concept of social mobility is one of the most important concepts that is related to a
person’s social life and refers to the movement that people make by moving in different
levels of the social hierarchy. Social mobility can provide conditions for better and more
effective use of the talents of the members of a society and make it easier to perform social
functions. Considering the importance of this concept in people’s social life, this article tries
to use two different theoretical approaches including; The approach of modernization and the
approach of social reproduction will study the existing dynamics in the field of stratification
and social mobility in order to determine the social factors affecting social mobility in the
city of Khoy. The study method in this research is quantitative and survey, and the data
was collected using a questionnaire tool. The statistical population was all the household
heads of Khoy city, 382 people were selected as a sample through Cochran’s formula. The
sampling method is a multi-stage cluster and the data was analyzed using Spss software. The
findings obtained from the linear regression test indicate that the economic capital variable
of the family affects social mobility through the variables of social capital and cultural capital
and work ethic. Also, the family’s cultural capital variable has an effect on social mobility
through the individual’s cultural capital and work ethic. In general, the multiple regression
of the research shows that the two variables of the individual’s cultural capital and the
individual’s work ethic explain a total of 23% of the changes in the dependent variable. Also,
of these two variables, according to the beta value of 0.29%, cultural capital has a greater
impact on people’s social mobility than work ethics.
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1. Introduction

The concept of social mobility is one of the most important concepts that
is related to people’s social life and can have many effects on it. These
tremendous effects have made many social experts prioritize the study of
this concept. Social mobility is all types of human movements in space, time
and social structure. In other words, social mobility can be considered as the
movement of individuals and groups among different social and economic
situations (Abercrombie; 1370, 252).

It should be mentioned that social mobility can provide conditions for
better and more effective use of the talents of the members of a society and
make it easier to perform social functions. According to these issues, knowing
the resources that are important to achieve the situations becomes particularly
important. Therefore, the question that arises here is that; Are these points
inherited from the family? In other words, have the inequalities related to
access to opportunities and privileges and scarce resources been transferred
from one generation to another through the family? Or, these resources can be
obtained by means of individual effort or talent and competence?

Considering the importance of social mobility, it can be said that the
main problem of the current research is to explain the fact that in the current
conditions of Iran in general and in Khoi urban area in particular, that in the
last few decades many changes and developments such as; It has experienced
the expansion of higher education, the increase of the share of women in
higher education and the expansion of their presence in the labor market,
the expansion of migration to cities, the emergence of new jobs related to
science and technology. What is the role of agency factors and structural
factors on people’s social mobility? In other words, what is the contribution of
each of these factors to the level of social mobility of people and what is the
mechanism of their influence?

2. Theoretical Framework
Iran’s society today is considered as a dynamic society whose traditional
structure is changing and these changes are accompanied by the phenomena of
industrialization, urbanization, population growth, people’s strong tendency
to progress and upgrade and being under pressure. An indescribable structure
for social mobility continues. (Rafipour, 1384: 80).

Undoubtedly, in these extensive and all-encompassing changes and
developments, those who have access to various social resources have been
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more successful in achieving higher positions in social construction, and
perhaps in the new situation and changing the structure of the society, people
are unintentionally in situations new ones have been placed in this structure
and certainly some people will suffer and some groups will gain new resources
and benefits. Also, people or groups who have more valuable and rare social
resources try to maintain their privileges and usually try to prevent others
from sharing these privileges.

Various approaches have been proposed in explaining social mobility.
Some have introduced social structures as the cause of the level of social
mobility in the society, and others have talked about micro factors. In the
current research, in order to examine theories related to social mobility and
achieve a theoretical and conceptual framework, theories have been classified
into two general categories: psychological renewal approach and reproduction
approaches. Since the main purpose of the research in this section was to
examine the explanatory theories of social mobility in sociology, Therefore,
those parts of the theories are taken into consideration, which somehow pay
attention to presenting the reasons for progress, promotion and change in the
social position and base of individuals and groups and the lack of progress,
promotion, etc., and to explain the dynamics and changes and The lack of
changes in the stratification system of the society has been discussed.

3.Discussion and Analysis

Regarding the first hypothesis of the results of this research, in order to confirm
Bourdieu’s theories, it was found that there is a significant relationship between
family economic capital and individual cultural capital, individual cultural
capital and social mobility, and family economic capital and social mobility
and according to the positive beta value calculated in each relationship, it was
found that there is a positive and direct relationship between family economic
capital and individual cultural capital, individual cultural capital and social
mobility, and family economic capital and social mobility.

Regarding the second hypothesis, according to the test results, it was found
that there is a significant relationship between family economic capital and
individual social capital, individual social capital and social mobility, and
family economic capital and social mobility. As a result, this hypothesis based
on Bourdieu and Lerner’s theories is confirmed Regarding the third hypothesis,
according to the results of the regression test of the current research, there is a
significant relationship between family economic capital and individual work
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ethic, individual work ethic and social mobility, and family economic capital
and social mobility. As a result, the third hypothesis, which was proposed
according to the theories of social reproduction, especially Bourdieu and
psychological renewal, is confirmed.

Regarding the fourth hypothesis, according to the results of the regression
test related to the fourth hypothesis, it can be seen that there is a significant
relationship between family cultural capital and individual work ethic,
individual work ethic and social mobility, and family cultural capital and social
mobility and all the relationships indicate a positive and direct relationship. As
a result, it should be said that the fourth hypothesis is confirmed statistically.

According to the results of the regression test related to the fifth hypothesis,
there is a significant relationship between the cultural capital of the family and
the cultural capital of the individual, the cultural capital of the individual and
social mobility, and the cultural capital of the family and social mobility, and
all the relationships are positive and direct, so the hypothesis is confirmed.

4. Conclusion

Insum, the research results showed that a theoretical synthesis can be presented
in this research. Based on the fact that the present research showed that the
role of the social reproduction approach in the field of mobility cannot be fully
emphasized, nor can the modernization approach be unilaterally approved.
Rather, what is important is a combination of these two theories that can help
in explaining the social mobility of people in the society. Also, the results of
this research showed that despite the high rate of reproduction in occupational
groups and especially social classes, there are significant relationships
between variables such as individual cultural capital, Individual’s social
capital, individual’s work ethic, and social mobility were observed. The fact is
that class mobility is realized at a very low level.

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Abstract

The bloody play of Varzajang has been common in some regions of Iran and Gilan.
It consists of fighting two bulls. Over the past few decades, this play underwent
tremendous changes with the transformation of social structures; although apparently,
its main core of “Two bulls fighting” remains. Considering that the whole world
life of a part of the people of the north of the country in different generations has
been so full of natural views on this phenomenon that it is repeated and expanded
under the title of preserving the local game, The necessity of defending the tradition
insists, this research using the phenomenological method considered by Titchen
and Hobson (focusing on the direct approach) and inspired by Mannheim’s theory
about generational relations, It has examined the form and content evolution of this
phenomenon in different generations. For this purpose, he used the “focus group”
data collection method and Moustakas’ phenomenological analysis strategy. The
main question is, different generations of people in the north, especially Gilan, what
are they experiencing during the ceremony? And in its historical development, what
changes has this ceremony created in relations between generations? The result of
this research is that the differences between generations have brought changes based
on the historical events in space and time around Varzajang, And it has caused its
development in social, political, and economic issues (such as phenomena such as
celebrations, shows, kings, and gambling).
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1. Introduction

A null position: Imagine you are invited to a wedding ceremony in northern
Iran. In the struggle for the happiness of different generations, you will notice
the battle of two animals that turn the scene of pleasure into a show of fighting.
This battlefield, which is often done in the courtyards of rural houses; includes
spectators from different generations, and the natives of northern Iran have
been call this blood game “ varzajang”. The mingling of post-war folk voices
with wedding songs masks something in traditional life that needs to be
revealed phenomenological.

- Moving from experience to concept: Considering the hard core of
the phenomenology explanation, which is “the act of awareness aimed at
experiencing something”, the question will be, what kind of transformation has
this ceremony created in generational relations in its historical development?
To understand the experience of these people, it is necessary to follow
Mannheim’s definition (Samim, 1399: 32-34), To understand the intention of
different generations of participation and observation. Therefore, we observe
the movement of generations in history.

However, according to Geertz (1973: 449), “Every people, the proverb has
it, loves its form of violence”; But the people of Gilan, who identify themselves
around this play, never mention the fight between two governors under the
title of “Bloody Battle”. Therefore, it is necessary to know and understand the
fighting of two animals, which is tied to the culture, history, and economy of
a part of the people of Gilan as an identity phenomenon and sometimes as a
form of entertainment.

2. Research methodology

Titchen and Hobsen (cited by Imani, 1397: 13) stratify the methods of applying
phenomenology into two direct and indirect approaches. Therefore, the
researchers lived with the studied members and used the focus group in data
collection as an indirect approach. Therefore, the structure of the interviews
was not structured and framed, and for the analysis, we used the seven stages
of Moustakas (1994) (cited by Imani, 1397: 27).

3. Research findings
- First experience: To expand my scope of questioning and to gain the first
experience of watching a battle, I attended the battlefields.

- The second experience: For a short time, I lived with a family that was
on one side of this war. On the promised day and after lunch, the bull was put
on a decorated car. I said to one of the activists, why do you send an animal
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that you raise with love to the battlefield to be killed? He answered: “We don’t
want them to die or get injured, but many people in our city sent their children
to the battlefield in Syria!” For their belief! Didn’t they love their children?
We also send our children (bull) to the field; For our faith! In this competition,
a bull that was brought to the battlefield by sexual stimulation and pulling on
arope was killed to be the instrument of some people’s entertainment. Exactly
the opposite of what Gholami(1390) believes.

- Horizontalization of activists’ experience: Relying on the strategy
of Moustakas (1994), we deal with the horizontalization of the activists’
experience because it is neither possible nor necessary to mention all the
conversations. (Table 1).

Considering that in the analysis of generational relations, it is important
to find a point where the phenomenon under investigation is not similar to
the previous one; In this regard, one of Gilan’s cattlemen said: “In the past,
we used to go to Yilaq and Qashlaq; Gilak’s livestock was entrusted to us. In
Qeshlagq, bulls were free; But when moving to the farm, there was a possibility
of conflict between the bulls. These wars happened far from our intervention;
Therefore, to prevent untimely bullfights, we tried to limit the natural form of
bullfights through a process so that the bulls would recognize one of them as
superior, while their fights were a source of entertainment for us. It only made
us sit together and clap our hands in happiness”.

4. Generational analysis

The phenomenological study of encounter situations is a study in which we
want to establish a relationship between the intentions of the actors and the
time and place where the intentions met with each other.

- The first turning point in Varzajang: The first turning point was
expressed in the experiences of the Galesh people, in which the governor was
separated from natural life.

- Varzajang’s break from the kings: Looking at the history of this event,
from the time of Shah Sultan Hussein’s order in 1695 AD (Sykes,1335: 198)
to the experiences of tourists (Shirley, Figueroa, Tavernier, Olearius, Chardin,
Wills), we can witness a discontinuity between holding War and presence of
Shah was in this phenomenon.

- Verzajang break from celebration: Rabino, who was present in Iran
until 1290 A.H., writes: “A Varzajang was organized in honor of Sepahdar-
e-Azam and on the occasion of the wedding of the son of Madir al-Mulk...”
(Rabino, 1341: 20). But the narrators after Rabinau, such as Eugene Aubin,
Bliicher and Bromberger (2017), mention this companionship less.
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- Verzajang’s break from the playground: Shortly after the wedding and
Verzajang in the courtyards of rural houses, we witness the transformation of
the structure of the Gilani family from extended to nuclear. This incident and
the revolution of 1357 caused a change in the “playground” due to the increase
in exclusion and prohibition procedures from the government.

- The evolution from the war of all to the war of bodies: In the past,
Varzajang was often a symbol of the struggle of villages, but today it is a
symbol of the struggle of two people.

- The evolution in financial relationship Varzajang: After the erasure of
the Shahs from Varzajang, there was no news of the Shah paying for the battles.
Therefore, the financial relations of this phenomenon in later generations were
full of gambling.

5. Discussion and Conclusion

What can be understood from the emergence of new relationships after each
critical historical moment is that generations strive to preserve the end of what
they consider pleasure and entertainment. In this regard, we visualized the
evolution of the Varzajang game throughout history and the evolution of its
shape and content among successive generations.

Altogether With the help of Huizinga (1949: 47), writes: “Thus exhibitions
as amusements do not proceed from culture, they rather precede it” As a
result of Varzajang, it has become the originator of lasting cultural and even
political rituals in parts of the northern region of Iran. Today, if we consider
Varzajang as a “festival show” as it was in the past generations, It can be
acknowledged that the reason for the continuation of values around tradition,
embodied authority, and violence is masculinity, and if we accept the initiative
of the new generation to free Varzajang from previous shows and celebrations
we are faced with cultures such as speculation, unproductive action, hidden
unemployment, betting, where the increasing spread of gambling represents
the peak of the ineffectiveness of a traditional phenomenon, the promotion of
violence and its generalization from the animal climate to the human realm,
and in general, denial its life.

In general, the drunkenness of different generations in the pleasure or
hatred of this phenomenon has caused the activists of different generations to
pay less attention to the amendment of animal laws or a social confrontation
in the public domain for dialogue and both sides of the activists (opponents
and supporters) they use the expansion of the traditional method to eliminate
each other.
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Abstract

The current research aims to investigate the livability of rural settlements and the
effects of implementing the Rural Guide Plans on the livability of rural settlements. The
study was applied and descriptive-analytical. Library and field research methods were
used to collect the data. The study area is Chaharborj County. Then, using Cochran’s
modified formula, 143 households were selected as samples from the villages with
Rural Guide Plans and 121 households without Rural Guide Plans. A random method
was used to select the villages’ households according to the community’s size. The
reliability level of the questionnaire was determined to be 0.789 using Cronbach’s
alpha. We utilized the COPRAS technique for multi-criteria decision-making,
cluster analysis, and regression to thoroughly analyze the information. This research
showed that Qepchaq and Firouzabad villages have a high level of social livability
with (Qi=7.81) and (Qi=7.71), respectively. In addition, implementing Rural Guide
Plans had the most impact on employment and income, with a coefficient of 0.718,
and social participation, with a coefficient of 0.709. The most minor impacts were
on infrastructure facilities and services, with a coefficient of 0.245, and the quality
of personal health, with a coefficient of 0.191. Generally, the implementation of the
plans had the highest effect on the social dimension (increasing participation, social
security, and reducing crime), with a value of 672. 0. Therefore, this dimension is
higher than economic and environmental dimensions.
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1. Introduction
Creating a desirable life for the villagers requires the implementation of rural
development plans in the country, these plans should be appropriate to the
capabilities of the rural areas and be able to solve the existing issues and
problems in order to achieve a decent and livable environment for the villagers
(Rabie’ifar, 2014: 79). In this regard, researchers have suggested different
approaches such as granting microcredits and increasing the viability and
empowerment of women, developing modern and mechanized agriculture,
increasing social capital, increasing people’s participation, diversifying
economic activities and paying attention to sustainable rural development
in planning programs (Qiana et al, 2015: 68). In the meantime, among the
strategies that have recently received attention in most regions of Iran and
have brought positive results, is the implementation of Rural Guide Plans
(Islamic Revolution Housing Foundation, 2010: 139), which aims to provide
a blueprint for development and revitalization. And guidance of the village.
Chaharborj County, in West Azarbaijan Province, has 14 inhabited villages.
Seven of them have been planned, and other villages are being studied. The
villages with Rural Guide Plans have experienced various physical-spatial
effects such as transformation in the physical structure of the village, change
in housing construction patterns, inconsistency in the road networks, and
facilitating the movement of passengers. These plans also could design the
physical-spatial landscape of the village and provide a suitable platform for
the optimal distribution of public services, creating the necessary conditions
for the stability of the village population. Therefore, the purpose of this article
is to investigate and analyze the spatial effects of implementing the Rural
Guide Plans on the livability of rural settlements in the county.

2. Methodology

This research is an applied and descriptive-analytical study. Library and field
research methods were used to collect data and information. The study area
is Chaharborj County, which had 5004 households and 16813 people, and 14
inhabited villages in 2016. Due to the small number of villages, sampling was
not done, and all the villages were considered in the study. In order to select
the statistical sample, stratified random sampling was used. Thus, they were
selected from two groups of villages with a Rural Guide Plan (7 villages)
and without a Rural Guide Plan (7 villages). Then, using Cochran’s modified
formula, 143 households were selected as samples from the villages with Rural
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Guide Plans and 121 households without Rural Guide Plans. Also, according
to the number of households in each village, the number of questionnaires
was determined from the sample and the selected households in the villages.
The reliability level of the questionnaire was obtained using Cronbach’s alpha
method of 0.789, which indicated the normality of the data. The multi-criteria
decision-making model of COPRAS, cluster analysis, multivariate regression,
and path analysis was used to analyze the data.

3. Discussion

In order to evaluate and score the livability of the studied villages, the
COPRAS method was used, and statistical analysis showed that Qepchaq
village ranked first with (Qi = 81.7) and Firouzabad village ranked second
with (Qi = 71.7). In order to analyze the spatial-spatial differences of the
studied villages in terms of livability, the K cluster analysis method was used,
and the findings showed that the villages of Qepchaq and Firouzabad are in
the very good cluster, so their livability is at the very good level. Also, in order
to investigate the effects of the implementation of the Rural Guide Plans on
the livability of the studied villages, path analysis, and regression tests were
used. The results of the variance analysis showed that the implementation of
the Rural Guide Plan in the sample villages had a positive effect of 0.945% on
the livability and viability of the villages. Investigating the direct and indirect
effects of the implementation of the Rural Guide Plan on rural livability in
the study area using the path analysis test showed that the implementation of
this project had an effect of 0.666 in the economic dimension, 0.672 in the
social dimension, and 0.340 in the environmental dimension. Meanwhile, the
social dimension (increasing the participation of villagers, social security and
reducing delinquency, improving environmental health) has had the highest
impact.

4. Conclusion

This article aimed at investigating the livability of rural settlements and
spatial-spatial analysis of the effects of Rural Guide Plan implementation
on the livability of rural settlements in Chaharborj County. In this regard,
the results of the COPRAS model, the analysis of K clusters showed that the
villages of Qepchaq and Firouzabad are better with the values of (Qi=81.7)
and (Qi=71.7) and being in the very good cluster in terms of livability. The
implementation of the Rural Guide Plan in these villages, especially in Qepchaq
village, improved infrastructures, including communication roads, increased
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the tension of electricity, gas supply, improved the quality of the Internet
and telecommunications, and facilitated small rural businesses and seasonal
jobs, increased the amount of investment in the field of production structures,
employment opportunities and income of villagers. Also, socially, the villagers
participate in the village’s construction affairs after the implementation of the
Rural Guide Plan. So that their life expectancy has increased, and the villages
have found a new outlook from the traditional texture. It has encouraged the
villagers to participate in the construction and economic issues of the villages.

In addition, the effects of the implementation of the plans showed that the
highest impacts were on employment and income, with a beta coefficient of
0.718, and the participation of villagers, with a beta coefficient of 0.709. Also, it
has had aminor effect on the components of infrastructure facilities and services
and increased the quality of personal health. Therefore, the implementation
of projects in the studied villages in public education, participation, personal
and social security, employment, and income positively impacted the villages.
Also, the results of the path analysis showed that the implementation of the
plans had an overall positive effect on the economic dimension at 0.666, the
social dimension at 0.672, and the environmental dimension at 0.340. The
highest impact was on the social dimension.

This research has investigated the factors and consequences of violence against
women in a qualitative manner using grounded theory methodology. In this research,
purposeful sampling was used to collect information and select participants for
conducting interviews. Until the desired cases and theoretical saturation were
reached, 21 women who were subjected to violence, who referred to the social welfare
emergency service center of Nahavand city, in-depth interview and Semi-structured to
It was done. After analyzing and checking the content of the interviews and statements
of the abused women, using open coding, primary concepts were selected and 20
major categories were selected in the axial coding and one central or core category
was selected and extracted in the selective coding. The results of this research show
that different conditions and contexts are influential in the occurrence and increase of
family violence. that factors such as husband’s addiction, patriarchal attitude, wife’s
unemployment and gender socialization as causal conditions and factors such as
husband’s personality problems and disorders, forced and early marriage, observing
and experiencing violence and lack of support from family and surrounding people
as underlying conditions and factors such as interference Relatives and friends
and education Husband’s inferiority complex has been effective as an intervening
condition in husbands’ violence against women.

Violence against women, as one of the most important social harms, has
adverse effects on the physical, mental and psychological health of family
members and endangers their health and safety from various aspects and has
harmful consequences from an individual, family and social point of view.

Family violence is one of the problems that exists in all societies, especially
Iranian society, and its form and extent are different in different societies
and social groups. Various surveys show that the number of victims of this
social problem increases every year, and it is necessary to take serious and
fundamental measures to reduce and control this phenomenon by government
and private organizations and institutions. Violence against women in various
personal, family and social dimensions has always attracted the attention
of social, psychological and legal experts as a serious problem and harm,
and efforts have been made to study this important social phenomenon in a
practical and specialized manner. Taken and to solve and reduce those basic
and practical solutions to be presented. Considering the importance of the
family institution in the development of the personality of individuals and the
socialization of children and its relationship with the health of individuals and
society, it is necessary to pay more attention to the family and the relationships
governing it, because any lack of attention to this important and fundamental
institution creates the ground for the emergence of Disruptions in family
relationships and increasing family differences and tensions provides and
disrupts the health and balance of this important educational institution and
will create adverse consequences for children, family and society.

“The family, as one of the most important social institutions, has played a
major role in the development of people’s personality, and children learn the
first lessons of sacrifice, order, cooperation, love, etc. in the warm heart of
the family. Healthy and excellent people are raised in desirable and healthy
families, and harm and social deviations and violent behaviors also originate
from unhealthy family relationships” (Hooshmand, 2004: 99).

2. Research methodology
The currentresearch, i.e. the factors affecting violence against women, has been
conducted as a qualitative study based on the grounded theory strategy. Due
to the appropriateness of qualitative methods in identifying and investigating
the hidden angles of social phenomena and interpreting the different lived
experiences of women who have been subjected to violence, the qualitative
method has been used.

Grounded theory is a type of qualitative research in which the researcher
studies and describes the phenomena in their natural situation, and its purpose
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is to deeply investigate the behaviors, opinions and thoughts of individuals
and groups in the same way as it happens in their real life.

Therefore, considering that the issue of violence against women is a
complex, multivariate and multi-layered phenomenon, and requires a deep
understanding of the violence against women, therefore, in this research, an
in-depth interview has been tried to understand and identify more precisely
the deep layers and Hidden violence and the lived experiences of women who
have experienced violence to be used.

Statistical population: The population studied in this research is women
who have been abused by their husbands in some way and have referred to the
social emergency service center.

Sample size: A statistical sample in the sense that it exists in quantitative
methods does not exist in qualitative research. In qualitative methods, the
sample size or the number of participants is determined in the data collection
and coding process. In qualitative research, the data saturation criterion is
used to determine the sample size.

Therefore, in this research, interviews were conducted with 21 women
who were subjected to violence by their husbands and experienced domestic
violence. The selection of this number of participants was based on data
saturation and the interviews continued until it was felt that no new information
was obtained and the data collection reached theoretical saturation.

Sampling method: “In qualitative research, the sampling method is subject
to the logic of qualitative sampling. That is, sampling proceeds based on a
conceptual design and is based on theoretical adequacy” (Danaeifard and
Emami, 2016: 81).

In this research, the purposeful sampling method was used to select
participants or women who were subjected to violence. In other words, in this
method, interviews were conducted with participants who have directly seen
violence and have lived experience in the field of domestic violence.

3. Discussion

In collecting data and analyzing them, the researcher must constantly go
back and forth between the collected data and their analysis, correcting and
completing the findings using new results obtained from encountering new
data, and taking steps from providing the first data to the final analysis. Will
be the data coding process takes place in three stages: open coding, central
coding and selective coding. In each of these steps, the attached code or codes
must bring the data associated with it to the saturation level. Saturation refers
to the filling of the space of a concept or category and the absence of new data
from it” (Mohammed pour, 1400: 286).
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Therefore, in this research, data analysis has been done in the form of
coding in three levels: open coding, central coding and selective coding.
Therefore, after analyzing the information obtained through interviews with
abused women, the main and central concepts and categories were identified.

concepts and categories and the core category were extracted, as a result This
study, 20 major categories and one The core category was identified. The
main categories in this research, based on the analysis of the statements of
women who have experienced violence through interviews, arel- Husband’s
addiction 2- Patriarchal attitude in the family 3- Husband’s unemployment 4-
Socialization of gender roles 5- Husband’s personality problems and disorders
6- Forced and early marriage 7- Lack of support from family and surrounding
people 8- Observing and experiencing violence 9- Interference of relatives
and surrounding people 10- Spouse’s low education. After combining and
integrating the above major categories, the main category or the core category
was obtained. In fact, the core category includes the main theme of the research,
in this qualitative study, the core category obtained is: “Family violence is a
reflection of the unequal gender and social structure”. After determining the
main or core category, other categories were related to each other in the form
of a paradigm model around the core category and the paradigm model was
drawn and presented. In the end, the result and the results of the statements
of the abused women in this research show that the phenomenon of family
violence is influenced by various factors and conditions, which can be divided
into three categories: causal conditions, underlying conditions, and intervening
conditions.
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
